Narrative:

The Board is being asked to approve a new Intergovernmental Agreement with Lane Council of Governments
(LCOG) for Water Quality Monitoring Technical Assistance Activities.

LCOG has provided design and development services for EWEB'’s drinking water monitoring database including
integrating EWEB’s water-quality database to GIS tools, assistance in analyzing and evaluating non-point source
pollution in the McKenzie Watershed, developing a hydrologic model for the watershed, assisting with various GIS,
LiDAR, modeling, and data analysis aspects that support implementation of the Voluntary Incentives Program pilot
project. LCOG currently maintains all of EWEB’s water quality, LIDAR, and GIS data.

The IGA shall be for a five year period; however, LCOG shall provide an annual Scope of Work detailing services
and deliverables for each year of the IGA.

This new work for 2015, if approved, will focus on the maintenance and update of the EWEB drinking water
database, continued non-point pollution source assessment and analysis support, research, data development, and
analyses associated with EWEB’s Voluntary Incentives Program, McKenzie Watershed Health Scorecard and Web-
based Health Indicator Dashboard Development, update and redesign the McKenzie Watershed Emergency
Response System (MWERS) website, and a range activities in support of on-going and in-development projects.
