NARRATIVE: 

The Board is being asked to approve a new contract for repair and overhaul of two EWEB trailers by Pioneer 
Truckweld. 

EWEB currently has two (2) Pioneer Truckweld Pub Trailers in its fleet.  Staff’s recent inspection of these trailers 
discovered areas of fatigue caused by side stress in the trailers tongue assembly and at the pivot points in which 
the hitch/tongue assembly is attached to the trailer.  Staff has also identified that the method of attaching the safety 
break-a-way chain/cable assembly is not fully designed to prevent the trailer assembly from breaking loose from the 
trailer tongue in an event of a failure.   

At the time of manufacture, the trailers were designed to Federal Motor Carriers Safety Standards (these trailers 
are currently 12+ years old).  Since that time, the standards and methods of a safety break-a-way system have 
changed; and Pioneer Truckweld has changed its design of the pivot point, trailer tongue assembly and the safety 
break-a-way system on its new trailers to meet current regulations.   

Staff has met with the manufacturer (Pioneer Truckweld) regarding these issues and they have offered to perform a 
complete inspection and to upgrade the trailers as needed to meet the new regulations.  Staff has also requested 
that the braking system be changed to Anti-Lock brakes and the lighting to LED Lighting to meet upcoming 
regulations.  Staff feels that these repairs will bring the trailers up to current safety standards and extend the life of 
trailers to 20 years.
